An evening of friends, food, laughter and music… for LIFE members it doesn’t get any
better!  Your friends will surely enjoy the festivities and great music, and in truth, we
wish we could be there to share it with you.

Since we can’t be with you in person, (we’re there in spirit) we thought we’d give you
some easy guidelines and ideas that will help your “Fun With Music Party” become a
huge success!

To get started, please take a moment to go through your ‘Fun With Music Party’ party
package.  You will find:

So let’s get started!
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Getting Your ‘Fun With Music’ party is a great way to share your love of music with
Started: others.  The party is designed to introduce new people to the wonderful hobby

of music making.  The people you invite to your party should be those that
you feel might enjoy joining class along with you.

How many To be eligible to receive Rewards points there must be at least four (4)
people need non-class members and non-L.I.F.E. members in attendance, not including
to attend: yourself or the store representative.

Choose a date Choose a date and time for your ‘Fun With Music Party.’  You’ll want to
and time: make sure to hold it at a time that is most convenient for your friends.  Your

‘Fun With Music Party’ can be held in the morning, afternoon, or evening.
Whatever time is most convenient for you and your guests.

Once you’ve established the date and time, you’ll want to give everyone as
much advance notice as possible about the event.  Most ‘Fun With Music
Party’ throwers find that two weeks is a good time frame between inviting
friends and actually hosting the party.

Notify your Dealer of the date you’re going to hold your party.

Letting To have a successful party, and to receive points (and/or double points when
everyone know offered) you must have at least four (4) people in attendance (see specific
about your rules in first paragraph) at your ‘Fun With Music Party’ party.  This will make
party for a good, lively group.  And of course the more people in attendance, the

more opportunity you have for earning even MORE POINTS if any of your
guests decide to enroll on a Lowrey class.

Most ‘Fun With Music Party’ party-throwers, choose to simply call their
friends and invite them over the phone, however, if you want to make up
invitations to ‘formalize’ your party, you’re welcome to do it.

You’re also welcome to invite other members from your class or Chapter, to
make the evening even more music and fun-filled.  But remember, in order to
receive any Rewards Points, there must be at least four (4) non-class and non-
LIFE members in attendance.

Make your It would be good to have a store representative at your ‘Fun With Music
Dealer or Party’ to help answer any questions, musical or technical, for your guests.
Class Leader They are NOT in your home to SELL organs.  Repeat, the store
Aware representative is there only to assist you in throwing a successful party and to

answer any questions that might arise.  They don’t need to play the organ, and
they are instructed not to sell organs to your friends.

So feel free to introduce them, and hand off any questions you want them to
answer.  They will be happy to participate and help you in any way they can.

Your party should run anywhere from 1-2 hours depending on how much
music you want to play and how many questions might be asked.  The timing
is completely up to you – keep the fun going for as long as you want.

NOTE: Special Coupons, exclusively for your party guests, may be
distributed by the Dealer Representative, at their discretion. Check with the
store representative attending your party to see if any coupons will be offered
to your guests.

The Party A good rule of thumb for your party would be:

 Allow 20-25 minutes for guests to ‘meet and greet’ each other – during
this period, you may want to have snacks, beverages or appetizers
available – nothing gets people in a great mood and enjoying each other’s
company faster than food!

 Allow 5-10 minutes for you to introduce what the evening will entail.

 Allow 10-15 minutes of music making – you need not play more than two
or three songs.  Play enough to show your guests how the organ sounds
under your fingers.

 Allow 10-30 minutes for questions and ‘show and tell’.

Making Once everyone has gathered in an area that is comfortable and near the organ,
introductions you can begin with introductions, not everyone may know each other, so in

the instance they aren’t familiar with each other or didn’t get a chance to meet
during ‘meet and greet’ – this is a good opportunity to introduce your friends
to each other.  Ask if everyone has had a chance to meet each other and if not,
or if only one member hasn’t met everyone else, then ask your friends to go
around the group and introduce themselves and how they know you.  It’s a
good way to break the ice and get everyone feeling comfortable with one
another.

After You will want to outline what your friends can expect from the evening.  Let
introductions them know you’ve invited them to your home to enjoy and share in some
are made wonderful music that you (or someone else) will be performing.  Let your

passion and enthusiasm for playing shine through!  Not everyone is as
passionate and gets such enjoyment out of their hobby as you do.  Who
knows, your infectious enthusiasm may get someone else to consider playing
music as a hobby, and then you would have another friend to share music
making with – AND – they get to enjoy a musical hobby that will enhance and
enrich their lives, and give them ‘a new activity.’  It’s a perfect gift!
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Let everyone       For some of you, music making has been a way of life for many years now - for
know how long    other LIFE Members, playing the organ is a recent addition to their repertoire
you’ve been       of activities.  In either case, you most likely remember how ‘difficult’
playing       or intimidating it seemed at first.  But of course, you learned how quickly you

could play!  Without a musical background or experience everyone can learn to
play in a very short time.  If your friends are considering joining you in your
hobby, you’ll want to share with them how easy it was to learn to play (the E-Z
Play way!).

Next, tell your group what you’d like to play for them.  You surely have a few
favorite songs you’d like to share.  Whatever music you feel most comfortable
playing is exactly what you should play!  After all, this is your time to shine –
so go for it!  Impress your friends with your musical expertise!

On playing          This is our favorite part, where you get to show off your talent, skill and
for the             enthusiasm!  Consider it like ‘Friends Playing For Friends’.  Don’t be afraid to
group            include all the fun ‘bells & whistles’ on your organ – you know how much fun

      you have playing them.

To keep people interested and the party moving, you should really only play, at
the most,  two or three songs.  This will give your friends time to ask you all
about your hobby, since you will have peaked their interest after your first few
notes!

After you         Once you’ve finished playing and the applause dies down (of course there will
finish                    be applause!)  it’s time for ‘Show and Tell’ – ask if anyone has questions
playing about what you’ve just played and how you did it.  Your guests are certain to

have questions!  Now is the time to impart your musical knowledge,
demonstrate how you just played what you did – in fact, you can even take a
turn as the ‘Class Leader’ and let your friends try for themselves some of the
special features on your organ.

If there are any questions you can’t answer, again your store representative is
there to assist, and will happily jump in to help and demonstrate and talk about
The Lowrey Magic program and the hobby of recreational music.

Helpful Your guests will have lots of questions for you after you’ve finished playing.
discussion To help you prepare, we’ve put together a list of questions that typically get
topics and asked, or are on people’s minds.  You can use these as discussion topics – so
questions if a question doesn’t get asked, go ahead and address the topic yourself.  For

instance, if no one asks how you got started in music, offer it up yourself.
Telling your guests, “I got started in music, by…”, or “My favorite part of
class is…” may help in your discussion of your hobby, after you’ve finished
playing.
